So I want to urge women to add the IBC warning signs to their list of symptoms to look for, and I�d add that if something feels wrong, don�t be afraid to ask Questions or get second opinions. We women know our bodies, we know when something doesn�t feel or look right. We need to embrace our knowledge of ourselves and not take no for an answer.

I know it can be scary and difficult, but fear is no excuse to turn away. If you find yourself hesitating, or giving in to your fear, look to a friend for help and support. That�s the best thing about being a woman�we�re always therefor each other. As Tully and Kate would say-, no matter what.
